We will have 200 musi-

cians on stage é 120 sing-

ers from the Cascade cho-

rale and the MasterSingers, 

combined and  80 musi-

cians from the Central Ore-

gon Symphony.  The solo-

ists will be Melissa 

Bagwell, singing Soprano, 

and Jim Knox, Baritone.   

Michael Gesme will con-

duct the Requiem in three 

performances, Saturday, 

Sunday and Monday, May 

15, 16 and 17th at Bend 

High School auditorium.   

This will be a wonderful 

community musical event.  

There is nothing like per-

forming a huge musical 

masterpiece like this to a 

packed house!   

We have begun rehearsals, 

which will run through the 

performances in May.  

 There is much music to 

learn and we will be sing-

ing the Requiem in Ger-

man.   

Jim Knox plans to inter-

sperse the rehearsals for the 

Requiem with other music 

that we will sing on an 

optional Spring tour to 

Washington, May 21-23rd.

The Cascade Chorale Association is 

working on branding the Chorale within 

the community and throughout the choral 

world.  óBrandingô is to make an organi-

zation or group recognizable by site as 

well as verbally.  The first and most cru-

cial step when branding an organization 

is to choose a logo.  The CCA wanted to 

choose something that truly displays what 

the chorale is as well as to highlight the 

German composer. Brahms 

created a style that blended 

the lyrical and intellectual 

and served as a contrast to 

the progressive style of the 

New German School.   
 
Johannes Brahms grew up surrounded 
by a practical world of music. His fa-
ther was a double bass player, and 

Brahms took early lessons in piano, 
theory and composition. As a teenager, 
he gained intimate familiarity with seri-
ous and popular styles, arranging mu-
sic for his father's orchestra and play-
ing piano in local dance halls. At 
twenty he began touring as an accom-
panist and began to make important 
contacts. Among these were Robert  
and Clara Schumann , both of whom 
had a lasting effect on his life and ca-
reer. Robert, in his role as a critic, first 
brought Brahms' name to the notice of 

the German public, calling him a 
"young eagle." Clara became an emo-
tional focus for Brahms, one that would 
last throughout his life.  
 
Brahms spent many years working as a 
conductor and pianist, hoping for a 
prestigious appointment that never 
materialized. He did, however, serve 
two years as director of the Berlin Sin-
gakademie. In 1868 he settled in Vi-
enna, where he would remain for the 
rest of his life. He soon composed two 
works that assured him both fame and 
financial security: the German Req-
uiem  (premiered in 1869) and his or-
chestral Variations on a Theme by 
Haydn  (1873). With this success be-
hind him, he finally finished his first 
attempt at a symphony. The work was 
premiered in 1876 to great acclaim, 
and Brahms was hailed as the true 
successor of Beethoven . This was fol-
lowed by three other symphonies, all 

of which have become standards of 
repertory, along with a large body of 
important works in virtually every 
genre (except for opera, which, like 
marriage, he consciously avoided 
throughout his life).  In 1890, at the 
age of fifty -seven, Brahms announced 
his retirement from composition. He 
was coaxed out of retirement by the 
clarinetist Richard Mühlfeld, for whom 
Brahms wrote some of his last (and 
greatest) chamber works. Brahms died

Dr. Browne is emeritus professor of Choral 

land, and has appeared in several states in 

similar capacities.  Dr. Browne has served 

on national panels for NEA, and as regional 

ACDA president.  His Choirs can be heard 

on the label of Koch, Albany, Freshwater 

and Clarion.  He has worked closely with 

Frieder Bernius, Eric Ericson, Robert Shaw 

and Morten Lauridsen, and prepared choirs 

for Ja,es DePriest, Helmet Rilling, Margaret 

Hillis and Andrew Parrot.  We are so hon-

ored to have him share his wealth of knowl-

edge and experience with us!!!
